A project proposal. Proposals should describe the proposed research question(s), methods,

conftributions, a research/travel fimeline (500 word maximum).

5. A short statement of previous experience and how this work fits intfo the student’s academic
training (300 word maximum).

6. A budget, demonstrating how you plan fo spend the funds. Please also include a brief
statement of financial need.

7. A letter of support from a faculty member that comments on the student’s academic work,

¢ Student award winners will be required to attend the Anthropology Department spring
reception in order to receive the award.

e Priority is given to students with demonstrated financial need, who have not yet received
research funding from the department. If used for an overseas study program or field school,
the award should be used to cover fravel expenses and fees, not tuition.

e Students may accept only one departmental award per project.
